	Background

	Would you like to learn about wetland habitats at one of the fastest growing wetlands sites in Yorkshire? You really can watch nature progress before your eyes in this role!

As the North Cave Wetlands Voluntary Trainee you will join the Reserves Programme Manager, helping with site management and administrative tasks, practical habitat management, plus have the opportunity to lead community and educational events and visits. Much of this will take place at North Cave Wetlands; however there will also be opportunities to get involved with tasks happening across our other reserves in the area. 

The role will be split between office-based tasks and practical habitat conservation work at North Cave Wetlands, other reserves in the area but with most time spent out and about at our nature reserves. You will develop skills and gain experience carrying out habitat management activities for example; invasive species removal, meadow management, surveying and monitoring, and a variety of other jobs. Tasks often involve working with local volunteers to manage sites and part of the role will include leading volunteer groups in practical activities. 

Office-based work could include researching, writing and developing management plans, preparing and supervising contract works, writing small funding bids, fielding queries, as well as other reserves administration. 

Yorkshire Wildlife Trust manages over 100 nature reserves, restoring biodiversity, protecting habitats and wildlife and providing wonderful opportunities for visitors to get close up and see some of our most enthralling wildlife. Putting nature back where it belongs and protecting it for the future takes time and effort and our reserves staff need the help and support of a team of dedicated volunteers to make it happen.



	What will the voluntary trainee be doing? 

	You will volunteer alongside the reserves programme manager, helping with all aspects of nature reserve management and practical habitat management, plus have the opportunity to lead community and educational events and visits.  Much of this will take place at North Cave Wetlands; however there will also be opportunities to get involved with other tasks happening across the Vale of York region, such as partnership working with other landowner’s and habitat and species surveys.

You will be involved in:
· Assisting with volunteer co-ordination and liaison.
· Assisting with the creation of site interpretation and visitor works. 

· Be inspiring people to take action for wildlife.
· Help plan and prepare for events and activities.
· Help promote events and news.
· Assist in the planning and delivery of a wide range of activities. 

Help with administration of events e.g. through data entry, recording of risk assessments.
