	Why do we need you? 
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Spurn National Nature Reserve has many features that draw visitors from all over the country (and beyond) as there is so much to discover at this unique and special place. There is an abundance of wildlife, heritage and history that appeals to so many people that draws an incredible number of visitors each year.
Spurn has undergone different uses over the years, and you can see the rich history of the landscape right before your eyes across the reserve, not to mention the bountiful wildlife; wading birds on the salt marshes, kestrels hunting, rare migrants popping in for welcome respite, roe deer and even seals if you’re lucky! There is all that and more, plus the incredible history of the site that you can stumble across – second world war gun placements and light housing, excavated military tunnels and maritime history as the site sits between the North Sea and the Humber estuary.   

As there are so many interesting features on this site that is 3 miles in length, we would like volunteers to help us greet and welcome our visitors at specific features of the site and to help keep people safe at high tides. 

As a Spurn Ranger you will provide day to day assistance with visitor and site care at Spurn National Nature Reserve. You will welcome people to Spurn, provide information, and help make visitors aware of the site’s features and wildlife. As well as welcoming people you will help our visitors with tide times and patrol the wash over on the beach at high tide. While carrying out site patrols on the reserve the Spurn Ranger will act as a friendly face to provide information to visitors who may be less familiar with the site. 
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	What will you be doing? 

	· Talk to visitors at Spurn, make people feel welcomed and provide information about what they could do & see during their visit.

· Patrol the narrow parts of the reserve around the time people need to be leaving the point area on high tides and advise people of when it is safe to cross.  

· Carry out daily site checks, litter pick, check hides and make repairs if possible and when appropriate.

· Advise visitors of pats of the reserve to avoid due to nesting birds and to minimise wildlife disturbance 

· Report any damage or repairs needed that cannot be made good immediately.

· Point out features to visitors that are less obvious or help interpret things more fully and inspirationally. 
· Encourage visitors to support our work in other ways – volunteering, membership and events
