	Why do we need you? 

	Do you love wildlife, yet have some knowledge of cars? If that sounds like you, you can still play an essential role in the care of Yorkshires wildlife and wild places but get your hands dirty with oil not mud!

Yorkshire Wildlife Trust has a pool of 6 vehicles based at the office in St Georges Place, York. These cars help get our staff and volunteers all around Yorkshire. To help ensure the safe and efficient running of these vehicles, they need to be checked on a weekly basis.

Checking the vehicles weekly is important for the safety of our staff using them, and so this is a really important role that carries responsibility with it, and we would be grateful for a volunteer who could bring some knowledge and experience of vehicles to assist with this important task.

	What will you be doing? 

	As a vehicle volunteer you would assist with the following tasks:

· Check each vehicle for tyre pressure, functioning lights, water & oil etc. 
· Depending on usage of the cars – you may one to check or all six, guidance will be given as to which vehicles are ready for checking.

· You won’t be alone for some tasks and will get help from other staff when you need it, e.g. for checking brake lights.

· You’ll be observant and point out or advise on any other vehicle maintenance issues that arise if you have the knowledge and expertise to do this. 
· Additionally, if agreeable, you could also assist by helping to keep the vehicles clean (outside and inside). 
· It takes up to 2 or 3 hours to do the checks (assuming all the vehicles are here – sometimes there are fewer vehicles around, so it takes less time).



	Experience, knowledge and skills needed for this opportunity 

	Basic knowledge of vehicle maintenance. Although guidance can be provided by the Central Services staff, it’s best if they have the confidence to work mostly unsupervised in this task and to highlight any issues they identify with the vehicles to Sandra or Mike.
